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NAPLAN 2024 
Latest findings from the NAPLAN National Results released by 
the Australian Curriculum, Assessment and Reporting Authority 
(ACARA) show that results at a national level were similar to the 
results in 2023.  
 
The data shows that while there were small increases and de-
creases across domains and year levels, overall, the results 
were broadly stable. On average, across all year levels in nu-
meracy, reading and writing, approximately two-thirds of stu-
dents meet “challenging but reasonable” expectations.
